
 Use a fire ring and build your fire at least five feet 
away from any combustible material.  

  
 Keep a bucket of water nearby to put out the fire.  

 
 Keep a kid-free zone of three feet around the 

campfire.  
 

 Never leave your campfire unattended.  
 

 Check burning restrictions with the DNR before 
starting your campfire.
